Credit, Compensation, and Programs

We require a two-term commitment to maintain consistency among research assistants for individual projects. Typically, we ask that you work approximately at least 10 hours per week. This can often fluctuate across the course of a term and depending on what project(s) you are involved in, but we work with students to come up with a schedule that works for everyone involved. If taking for credit, you will receive a letter grade for your work.
